We are delighted to tell you that after a very protracted process 
we have now got the agreement to commence the refurbishment 
of the Presbytery which is in need of a lot of work to bring it to the 
standard we would want for our Parish Priest Father Joe.  
 

The contractor will be on site with effect from the 14th April 2021 
and the works are due to last 6 weeks so hopefully Father Joe will 
be in residence in early June 2021. 
 

We are funding the cost of the work from the monies which we 
currently have on deposit with the Diocese but this will exhaust 
our capital. A number of parishioners have asked how they might 
contribute to furnishing and fittings. The suggestion has been 
made that any donations could be placed in an envelope marked 
‘Presbytery’ and either put in the collection plate or in the letter 
box inside the porch and not the outside door.
